In recent decades, sea-ice extent in the Arctic Ocean has gone
through a dramatic reduction. Ice sheets and glaciers are
receding at unprecedented rates. Arctic permafrost is thawing
fast, which makes the land more prone to erosions. These
environmental changes have threatened the food security and
living conditions of the residents in the Arctic regions. On the
other hand, the sea-ice reduction has opened an opportunity for
a new shipping route between Europe and Asia and enabled the
extraction of oil and natural gas from places where it had never
